At Agra in northern India stands the Taj Mahal, which is often called the most beautiful building in the world. It was built by the Mogul Emperor Shah Jahan (born 1587) as a tomb for his wife, who died in 1631. She was called Mumtaz Mahal, which means ‘chosen one of the palace’. They were married in 1612.
