At New Year, a lot of people have a party to ‘see in’ the new year
and watch fireworks.
At midnight, they usually join hands and sing Auld Lang Syne.
People also celebrate Easter in Britain. The Easter holiday lasts
four days from Good Friday to Easter Monday. People eat sweet
bread buns called hot-cross buns on Good Friday. On Easter
Sunday people usually give chocolate Easter eggs. In some
towns, there are Easter egg hunts in the parks for children.
